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Volunteer Policy

The Lakota East Upbeat Club is grateful for the time and talents of our
many volunteers. To ensure the safety and success of all participants, the
LEUC has established the following guidelines, which must be followed by
all volunteers:

> Volunteers must agree to abstain from alcohol, tobacco, and any
other substances that are banned on school property while actively
volunteering at band events whether on school property or not.

> Volunteers may not arrive at band events under the influence of
alcohol or other illegal drugs.

> Volunteers must be agreeable to maintaining student confidentiality
with respect to medical needs and disciplinary action in accordance
with Lakota Local Schools Guidelines.

> Volunteers must keep a positive attitude toward the directors, the
students, and each other.

> Volunteers must treat all students as responsible young men and
women.

> Volunteers are expected to adhere to the Lakota Local School Code
of Conduct with regards to language. Inappropriate/offensive
language will not be tolerated.

> Any volunteer not in compliance with these policies will be removed

from serving immediately.
